ing the petition Mr Rooker moved to reconsider the vote of
yesterday, appointing Iisrael Jennings Market Ma.ster to the East
and West Markets; which motion, after some debate was carried
in the affirmative, four to two. The question then recurring
on the appointment of Mr Jennings, it was decided in the nega-
tive by a like vote.

Mr Louden then nominated Mr Wormegem and. Mr G-oldsberry Mr
Jennings, for market master to the East and West Markets; the
vote being taken viva voce Mr Wormagem received five votes and
Mr Jennings one vote as follows: for Wormegem - Messrs Black,
Louden, Blckards, Nowland and Rooker: for Jennings Mr G-oldsberry,
Whereupon Mr Wormegem was declared duly appointed
