This envelope forbodes dark 
messages--and this Barge poster showing Robert ReMeldt, 
artist of paintings, visual poetry, mail-art, graphics, objects 
arad video, a citizen of the world, died on 28 September 1993. 
The sticker on the poster reads: "I am Dead, + 28.9.93" senad

Free Personal Deluxe Net Mail Dellivekgr Docaamenhny 
Cabiogli~e, DNC Book 92 is a limited edition of 500 hand- 
made copies, printed in %992/93 in Denmark, England, Gcr- 
many and Tasmania. Photos m d  text are by the autbors 
Angela & Peter Netmail. These books were hmdbound, 
stamped and produced by two ardent networkers, who made 
an odyssey throughout the world, an odyssey of two net- 
workers who traveled by train, plane, automobile, ship md 
everything else, picking up mail in one place and delivering 
it to other mail artists in other locations. An mazing system 
of registration and delivery records followed them 
throughout the journey, for this was not a simple trip, but a 
journey throughout the world. This visual diary of meetings 
and greetings and departures from one country to another, 
from one continent to mother is a saga that is beautifully 
documented with Journal entries, photopaphs, artists' 
stamps, rubberstamps, artistamp sheets, stickers, black and 
white copy photographs, etc. This hmd-made, hand copied 
book is a major contribution to the networking efforts of mail 
artists througPlout the world, facilitated by these two wander- 
ing postmen. It is a strikingly hieresting document for the 
1 9 9 0 ~ ~  one that should be used as a reference for decades to 
come. Major contemporary art collections should have a 
copy, available for $100.00 from Peter and Angel Network, 
P.O. Box 2644, D32383 Minden, Germany. They frankly are 
not there right now, but are traveling through the Himalayas, 
where they are sending out mail art from the highest points 
in the world. But someone is in Minden to honor your orders 
for the book. The book will eventually be sent out to all 
Netmail participants eventually, since the postage is prohibi- 
tive.
