SAWENGO WARNiNG NOTICE 
In October '98, Sarenco propsed to exhibit and purchase 60 
original works of mine for $6000. We also agreed to pay 
$250 for me to do a performance at the opening, and took 
"on consignment," books and drawings to a vdue of $955, 
which was to be paid, as sold, or returned after the exhibit if 
not sold. Sarenco gave me a copy of an order for an 
electronic transfer of $5250 before I left Verona December 

6, but in fact, this order was never processed. MI faxes I 
sent concerning proper channeling of these funds remain 
unanswered, and on Jan. 7, when I got him on the phone, he 
hung up after I asked if he had received my faxes. On Thurs. 
March 18, when I got him on the phone again, he assmed 
me that "the matter will be resolved on Monday." I asked 
him to fax me the details of his arrangements 
for the money transfer, but siIence reigns again. . . and my 
bank account Saas not been credited with the $7205 he owes 
me. 

During my week in Verona, Sarenco asked if I would 
collaborate on a big mail-art exhibition next year. Now 1 am 
asking all mail-artists to refuse any invitation for an 
exhibition of mail-art by Sarenco, and pass the word that he 
has not honored his financial commitment with me.

National Centre of Contemporary Art wailiningrad 
Branch, Russia) has opened. Arnong priorities will be one- 
man and collaborative projects in the sphere of International 
Network Culture. Special attention will be paid to modern 
experimental poetry: visual, sound, action, object, etc. Their 
first project, A Point of View: VisualPoetry: The 90s (ed. By 
D~nitry Bulatov, Simplicii, Kaliningrad, 1998: 592 p., 546 
ill.), an anthology of international visual poetry has been 
published in Russia for the first time.

In the 15 January issue, Holland Cotter 
reviews the exhibition with great sensitivity and intelligence. 
Cotter says that Johnson had great limitations but h s  work 
is one long triumph of them. In the 28 February article, 
comrnents about Ray by his friends and gathered by Amei 
Wallach, were published Arthur C. Danto, the famed art 

histsrian and philosopher, wrote an article in The Nation 
&led ccCompondance School Art" in the March 29 h u e .

Bloch callled h a p  of Faith: Known for Working Small, 
Ahist Ray Johnson findly Makes 1% Big. In addition, in 
Art on Pager for MarcWAp~l, P a d  Gardner has written a 
review of the show.

E.F. Higgins I11 is interviewed about The 'Rivington School, 
a sculpture garden in downtown New York City where 
"freaky people still do their thing, in spite of being 
surrounded by increasing amounts of high-priced real estate. 
The interview appears in Wingnut #4, which was named 
after a lost piece of Higgins' artwork which had found its 
way into a trash can in Providence, m o d e  Island. The 
object was a framed square of rug material, about one foot to 
a side, with the word "Wingnut" emblazoned quite clearly 
over about a third of its surface area, and what the zine now 
knows to have been the logo of its creator, a hexagonal nut 
sprouting symmetrical puffy wings. For more information, 
contact Wingnut, P.O. Box 603 128, Providence, lU 02906. 

Father Bucsi, the bootlegging priest ofBurbank, made huge 
religious murals out of postage stamps most of which took 
over 25 years and 200,000 stamps. He covered his living 
and dining rooms with these inthicate designs in the 
matched stamps of the world.Bucci. Ordained in his native 
Italy in 1899, he came to the U.S. in 1905, assigned to New 
York and Salt Lake City for short stints, and then served the 
local Italian community in Los Angeles. In 19 18 he became 
the priest of a church in Tres Pinos, a small town 36 miles 
east of Salinas, then part of the Los Angeles Archdiocese. 



Two years later, Prohibition became the law of the land. 
Priests were given permission to make wine for religious 
purposes, but Bucci went farther and instidled a distillery in 
the sacristy of the church. Arrested in 1922, Bucci saw the 
case dropped so that the Bishop would deal with the priest 
himself. Bucci had to return to Italy, but the priest refused 
and instead moved to the Los Angeles area. Bucci was no 
longer authorized to perform priestly functions. Having set 
up a chapel in his sister's home, he became a priest for hire, 
officiating at baptisms, wedding sand funerals. He finally 
came to terms with Catholic officials on his death bed in 
1959.

Diego Rivera: 81% and Revolution includes 120 
paintings and drawings at the CBevePawd Museum of Art 
through 2 May.
