POSTAL CHANGES. Special Fourth Cldss 
"book rate" now applies book status 
to books with FEWEK than 24 pages, 
meaning most bookworks and children's 
books too. As of 25 November 1984, 
the 24-page limit has now been reduced 
to 8 pages, allowing   no st bookworks Lo 
qualify for the cheaper rate. Previous- 
ly publishers paid the higher priced 
third-class, parcel post or UPS rates. 
In the same action, the Post Office 
Board decided that floppy disks also 
could be sent at the book rate.
