INTRODUCTION OF PROPOSALS

F.S.S.D. SPECIAL RESOLUTION NO. 1, 1981. Introduced by Councillor West.

The Clerk read the proposal entitled: "A Proposal for a SPECIAL RESOLUTION
directing the appropriate officers of the Consolidated City to appeal to the State

Board of Tax Commissioners for authority for excess levies for the Fire Special
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Service District"; and the President referred it to the Committee of the Whole to be

heard under Special Orders, Public Hearing.

SPECIAL ORDERS, PUBLIC HEARING

F.S.S.D. FISCAL ORDINANCE NO. 4, 1981. This proposal is for the 1982 Annual

Budget for the Fire Special Service District. Councillor Hawkins moved, seconded

by Councillor Howard, the following:

Character 4, Capital Outlays.

F.S.S.D. FISCAL ORDINANCE NO. 4, 1981, As Amended, reads as follows:

FIRE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT FISCAL ORDINANCE NO. 4, 1981

A FISCAL ORDINANCE creating the annual budget of the Fire Special Service District

of the City of Indianapolis, Indiana, for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 1982, and
ending December 31, 1982, appropriating monies for the purpose of defraying the

expenses and all outstanding claims and obligations of said Fire District and the Fire

Pension Fund and fixing and establishing the annual rate of taxation and tax levy for the

year 1982, for each fund for which a special tax levy is authorized and fixing a time
when this ordinance shall take effect.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FIRE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF INDIANAPOLIS AND OF MARION COUNTY, INDIANA:

SECTION 1. For the expenses of the Fire Force of the City of Indianapolis for the fiscal

year beginning January 1, 1982, and ending December 31, 1982, the sums of money
herein set out are hereby appropriated and ordered set apart out of the Fire Service

District Fund for the purposes herein specified, subject to the law governing the same:

SECTION 3. The salaries, wages, and compensation of the various officers and em-
ployees of the Fire Special Service District for the ensuing year are now approved by the

Fire Special Service District Council, and hereby adopted and fixed; and the respective

amounts herein specified for personal services are hereby appropriated therefor; provid-

ed, however, that no person, official, or employee whose salary or compensation has
been approved as part of the Personal Services portion of this ordinance, or by any
ordinance hereafter adopted, shall have any vested right to receive such amount, except
as may be accrued, or otherwise provided by statute. Control as to any decrease shall be
vested in the body or executive having direction over the one affected, as provided by
law.

SECTION 4. To defray the costs of government of the Fire Special Service District in

accordance with the appropriations stated in sections 1 and 2 of this ordinance, certain

anticipated revenues are allocated as follows:

(a) The Fire Service District Fund for 1982 shall consist of all balances at the end
of fiscal 1981 available for transfer into said fund, Alcoholic Beverage Commission
Gallonage Tax, Community Development Grants, all miscellaneous revenues derived

from sources connected with the operation of the Fire Force, those distributions of

taxes allocated by state law on the basis of property taxes levied and and assessed as

this fund, all amounts received by the levy of a rate of tax for this fund on all tax-

able property located in the Fire Special Service District by virtue of section 5 of

this ordinance, and those amounts appropriated from the Revenue Sharing Trust
Fund for priority expenditures of said service district.

(b) The Fire Pension Fund for 1982 shall consist of all balances at the end of fiscal

1981 available for transfer into said fund, all miscellaneous revenues derived from
sources connected with the operation of the Fire Pension Fund, those distributions

of taxes allocated by state law on the basis of property taxes levied and assessed as

this fund, all amounts received by the levy of a rate of tax for this fund on all

taxable property located in the Fire Special District by virtue of section 5 of this

ordinance.

SECTION 5. That there is hereby levied and assessed or confirmed as may be required by
law on all real estate and improvements and all business personal property of whatever
description, tangible and intangible and choses in action of every kind and character in

the Fire Special Service District of the City of Indianapolis, as assessed for and returned
for taxation in said District for the year 1981, payable in 1982, a tax rate of one dollar

and twenty-nine and seventeen hundredths cents (1.2917) for the Fire Special Service

District Fund of each one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of such special service

taxable property; and thirty-six and forty-seven hundredths cents (0.3647) for the Fire

Pension Fund of each one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of such special service

district taxable property.

SECTION 6. That the budget of said special service district shall be carried out with the

revenues from taxation provided from the several tax levies fixed in this ordinance, and
the miscellaneous receipts of said funds and with the use of portions of current balances,

all as indicated on the following tables:

SECTION 7. That the Auditor of Marion County, Indiana, be and he is hereby ordered

and directed to place the following tax levies upon the property tax duplicates and the

county treasurer of such county ex-officio city treasurer, be and he is hereby ordered

and directed to collect the same for the Fire Special Service District of the City of

Indianapolis, and make due report thereof as provided by law.

SECTION 8. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect beginning January 1, 1982,
after passage by the Fire Special Service District Council, approval by the Mayor, and
approval by the Tax Boards as required by law.

F.S.S.D. SPECIAL RESOLUTION NO. 1, 1981. This proposal was introduced

during this session of the Council. Councillor West stated that this excess levy

would be applied to the State Board of Tax Commissioners due to under esti-

mating the amount of assessed valuation in 1980, 1981, and 1982, and to provide

Emergency Medical Service, which would otherwise be eliminated. The President

called for public testimony at 7:43 p.m. There being none, Councillor West moved,

seconded by Councillor Borst, for adoption. F.S.S.D. SPECIAL RESOLUTION NO.

F.S.S.D. SPECIAL RESOLUTION NO. 1, 1981, reads as follows:

FIRE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT SPECIAL RESOLUTION NO. 1, 1981

A SPECIAL RESOLUTION authorizing and directing the appropriate officers of the

Consolidated City of Indianapolis to cause to be prepared and executed an appeal to the

State Board of Tax Commissioners and the Indiana Local Government Tax Control
Board for authority for excess levies for the Fire Special Service District.

WHEREAS, a shortfall of revenue for 1980 exists in the sum of $1,978,291.00
in the Fire General Fund, due to the erroneous assessed valuation figures which were
provided to the Consolidated City of Indianapolis, and then used to determine the total

property tax rate ; and

WHEREAS, the error in the assessed valuation figures was discovered after the 1980
property tax levy, resulting from the total rate, was finally approved by the State Board
of Tax Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, I.C. 6-3.5-1-1 2(g) provides that due to this shortfall, the Consolidated
City of Indianapolis may be permitted to increase its levy in excess of the levy limitation

of I.C. 6-3.5-1-3; and
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WHEREAS, I.C. 6-3.5-l-12(e)(vi) provides permission to a taxing unit, i.e., the

Consolidated City of Indianapolis and the Fire Special Service District, to increase its

levy in excess of the limitations imposed by I.C. 6-3.5-1-3 in order to meet the costs of

providing emergency medical services under I.C. 16-1-39; and

WHEREAS, the Fire General Fund requires the sum of $2,973,608.00 in order that

the revenues of the Fire Special Service District will be sufficient to carry out the gov-

ernmental functions and responsibilities of providing emergency medical services under
I.C. 16-1-39; now, therefore:

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FIRE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF INDIANAPOLIS AND OF MARION COUNTY, INDIANA:

SECTION 1. The appropriate officers of the Fire Special Service District and the Con-
solidated City are directed to cause to be filed an appeal to the State Board of Tax
Commissioners and the Indiana Local Government Tax Control Board for authority to

increase the levies of the Fire Special Service District Funds in excess of the limitations

imposed by I.C. 6-3.5-1-3 due to the shortfall of revenue for 1980 in the respective sum
of $1,978,291.00 and pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1 -12(g).

SECTION 2. The appropriate officers of the Fire Special Service District and the Con-
solidated City are directed to cause to be filed an appeal to the State Board of Tax
Commissioners and the Indiana Local Government Tax Control Board for authority to

increase the levies of the Fire Special Service District Funds in excess of the limitations

imposed by I.C. 6-3.5-1-3 in the sum of $2,973,608.00 to provide emergency medical
services pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1 -12(e)(vi).

SECTION 3. The President of the Fire Special Service District Council and the Mayor of

the Consolidated City are hereby authorized to execute such documents and furnish

such information as may be necessary or proper to initiate and prosecute such appeals.

SECTION 4. This resolution shall be in full force and effect upon adoption and com-
pliance with IC 36-3-4-14.

OLD BUSINESS

Councillor Durnil advised that General Ordinance Nos. 114 and 115, 1978, were

not executed by the City Controller, and he moved that this matter be investigated,

seconded by Councillor McGrath. Mr. Fred Armstrong, City Controller, stated that

these ordinances were found to contain an unworkable formula for the square

footage. Councillor Boyd moved, seconded by Councillor Brinkman, to send this

matter to the Public Safety and Criminal Justice Committee for discussion and that

a report be given at the October 12, 1981, Council Meeting. The motion carried by

voice vote.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, and upon motion duly made and seconded, the

meeting adjourned at 7:49 p.m.
