Fiscal Ordinance No. 2, 1975, reads as follows:

POLICE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT FISCAL ORDINANCE
NO. 2, 1975

A FISCAL ORDINANCE amending the Police Force Budget for 1975

(Police Special Service District Fiscal Ordinance No. 7, 1974)

and appropriating the additional sum of Eighty thousand seven

hundred fifty dollars in the Police Service District Fund for

certain purposes of the Indianapolis Police Force for purposes

of utilizing a Comprehensive Employment and Training Act grant

and reducing the unappropriated and unencumbered balance of

the Police Service District Fund.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY-COUNTY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF INDIANAPOLIS AND OF MARION COUNTY, INDIANA:

Section 1. To provide for expenditures the necessity for which
has arisen since the adoption of the annual budget, the Police Force
Budget for 1975 be, and is hereby, amended by the increases and
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reductions hereinafter stated to authorize the employment of addi-

tional persons pursuant to Title VI of the Comprehensive Employment
and Training Act by use of anticipated and unencumbered proceeds

of a federal grant for said purposes.

Section 2. The sum of Eighty thousand seven hundred fifty

dollars ($80,750.00) be, and the same is hereby, appropriated for

the purposes as shown in Section 3 by reducing the Unappropriated

Police Service District Fund as shown in Section 4.

Section 3. The following additional appropriations are hereby

approved

:

Police Service

District Fund
10. Services Personal $74,000.00

24. Current Charges 2,750.00

25. Current Obligations 4,000.00

TOTAL INCREASES $80,750.00

Section 4. The said additional appropriations are funded by
the following reductions:

Police Service

District Fund
Unappropriated and Unencumbered Police

Service District Fund $80,750.00

TOTAL REDUCTIONS $80,750.00

Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from

and after its adoption, following public hearing, approval by the

Mayor, and approval by the State Board of Tax Commissioners.
