Indianaioolis^ September 14, 1863.

The Common Council met in special session this evening at 8

o'clock.

Present—Ilis Honor, the Mayor, John Caven, in the chair

;

and Councilmen Allen, Brown, Boaz, Blake, Colley, Cook, Co-

burn, Emerson, S. A. Fletcher, Jr., Glazier, Haughey, Jameson,

Lefever, McFabb, Staub, and Thompson—16.

Absent—Messrs. H. A. Fletcher and W. John Wallace.

The proceedings of the regular session, held September 7th,

1863, were read and approved.

His Honor, the Mayor, announced that the first business in

order was to hear and consider reports from the Committee on

Revision of Ordinances.

On motion of Dr. P. H. Jameson, Chairman Committee on Re-

vision of Ordinances, the following ordinance was taken from the

table :

i\N Ordinance regulating the Markets within the city of India-
napolis, defining the duties of the Market Master, and pre-

scribing certain rules and regulations relative to the sale of
Provisions, Produce, and other articles in the Markets, and
other portions of said city.

Which was read the first time, and, on motion of Mr. Jameson,

was read a second time by its title.

Mr. Jameson then moved that the rules be suspended, and the

oi'dinance read a third time now.

Tiro question being on the suspension of the rules ; those who
voted in the affirmative, were Messrs. Allen, Brown, Blake,

Boaz, Colley, Cook, Coburn, Emerson, S. A. Fletcher, Jr., Gla-

zier, Ilaughey, Jameson, Lefever, Staub, and Tliompson—15.

By Mr. Jameson, Chairman Committee on Revision of Ordi-

nances :

An Ordinance to restrain Breachy Animals.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the. Common Council of the City of
Indianapolis, That it shall not be lawful for any person to allow any
breachy cow, heifer, steer, bull or bullock, horse, mare, or gelding,
or any other breachy animal, or any animal accustomed to ride

down tree boxes, to run at large in any public street or alley in

the city ; and any person who shall allow any such animal to run
at large in any public street or alley in the city, after being noti-

fied that such animal is breachy, or has at any time ridden down
any tree box, shall, upon conviction before the Mayor, be fined

in any sum not less than ten dollars, nor more than fifteen dol-

lars, for each ofience. And for every time any such breachy
animal shall, by opening gates, or otherwise, break into any en-

closed lot within the city, from any public street or alley, or from
any other lot, and for each tree box any such animal shall ride

down, after the owner or keeper shall have been notified as above
provided, such owner or keeper, upon conviction before the
Mayor, shall be fined in any sum not less than five dollars, nor
more than twenty-five dollars.

Sec. 2. This ordinance shall take eflect from and after its pub-
lication for two consecutive weeks in the Indiana State Journal,

When the original survey of the city was made, a street was
laid out parallel with and south of Pogue's Run, which has never
been used by the public, and is not recognized on any of the late

maps of the city. It has, however, a legal existence. Where this

imaginary street crosses out-lot number 85, it runs diagonally

across lots number 18, 19 and 20 of John Little's subdivision of
said out~lot. Your petitioners beg leave to represent that they
are the owners of said lots, and as no one can possibly be aiFect-

ed by a vacation of the same except themselves, they petition

your honorable body to have the same vacated.

water, such sink to he done to the satisfaction of the Street Com-
misssioner.

Tliat Cyrus W. Catterson he directed to gravel the crossing of

Huron with N'ohle street; Provided, That he does the same at

the same rates that he has graveled Huron street between Vir-

ginia avenue and J^oble street, under a private contract, and that

the same be finished to the satisfaction of the Civil Engineer.
