the City of Indianapolis, defining its Powers and Duties, and
regulating the construction of Buildings within the City Limits.

The ayes and noes being called for, those who voted in the

affirmative were Councilmen Allen, Boaz, Emerson, S. A. Fletcher,

Jr., Glazier, Haughey, Lefever and MciSTabb—8.

Those who voted in the negative, were Councilmen Brown,

Cook and Jameson—3.

So the motion was adopted.

By Dr. Jameson :

Eesolvedy That it is inexpedient for the City Council to order

improvements, or the building of bridges, or any other improve-
ment to be paid for, in whole or part, by the city during the

present year, except when the same shall be necessary to pi event
the destruction of property belonging to the city.

The question being on the passage of the resolution, those who
voted in the affirmative were Councilmen Allen, Brown, Boaz

Cook, Emerson, S. A. Fletcher, Jr., Glazier, Haughey, Jameson'

Lefever and McIsTabb—11. Noes, none.

So the resolution passed.

His Honor the Mayor presented the following resolutions, and

aaked their passage

:

1. Resolved, That the sum ofFive Thousand Three Hundred and
Fifty-five Dollars, or so much thereof as may be required, is here-

by appropriated for the maintenance, protection and support of



506 COUNCIL PROCEEDINaS.

the families of veteran volunteers of tlie 17th Indiana Regiment,
and those depending on them for support.

2. That whenever proof is produced to the Ma^^or to his satis-

faction, that any volunteer, or any number of volunteers not
exceeding two hundred and four, belonging to said Kegiment, and
being veterans re-enlisted prior to this date, and dulj^ credited to

the City of Indianapolis, the said Mayor shall certify the same to

the Clerk, who shall issue and deliver to the Mayor a warrant or

warrants on the Treasury, in such sum or sums as the Mayor may
designate, not exceeding the sum of |26 25 to each volunteer

;

and it shall be the duty of the Mayor to pay over to each of such
volunteers such sum as may be realized in cash on said warrant,

taking the proper receipt therefor.

3. B.esoloed farther, That the Council hereby pledgee its faith

to such as may become holders of said warrants, that at the same
time at which the Council will proceed to fix the amount aTid rate

of tax to be levied for general purposes within the City of India-

napolis, they will further cause to be levied and assessed, and
cause to be collected a special ad valorem tax of not less than one-

tenth of one per centum on all property subject to state and coun-
ty taxation within said City, and that said special tax, w^hen col-

lected, shall be appropriated exclusively to the redemption of such
warrants, and the interest thereon, and to no other purpose, until

all of said warrants and interest are so redeemed.
4. Mesoloed, That the Committee on Finance are hereby in-

structed to prepare and report an ordinance such as may be
necessary to carry out the purposes contemplated by the above
resolutions.

The question being on the passaga of the resolutions, those

who voted in the affirmative were Councilmen Allen, Brown,

Boaz, Cook, Emerson, S. A. Fletcher, Jr., Glazier, llaughey and

Jameson—9.

Those who voted in the negative, were Councilmen Lefever and

That the Mayor be instructed to confer with the County Commis-
sioners in regard to tlie propriety of changing the Township lines,

so that the boundary lines of Centre Township would be the same
as the Corporation line of the City.

Which motion was adopted.

On motion the Council adjourned.
