The Common Council met in regular session.

Present—His Honor, the Mayor, Daniel Macauley, in the

chair, and the following members :

Councilmen Batty, Bigham, Brown, Cottrell, Craft, Gimber,.

The proceedings of the regular session held September 18th,

1871, were read and approved.
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Sealed proposals for the improvement of streets, sidewalks,

alleys, &c, were opened and read, and referred to the Commit-

tee on Contracts.

Mr. Craft offered the following motion :

Moved: That the Committee on Contracts is hereby instructed to

reject any and all bids hereafter received, in which there shall he

erasures or changes of figures amounts; or in which the amounts as

well as the entire bid shall not be wrttten out in full in ink. The com-
mittee not to receive or consider any bids which may be offered after

four o'clock p. m. of the day upon which they are to be opened and
read.

Which was adopted.

Mr. Craft, chairman of the Committee on Contracts, made

the following report:

Indianapolis, September 25, 1871.

To the Mayor and Common Council of the City of Indianapolis

:

Gentlemen—Your Committee on Contracts, to whom was referred

sundry proposals, have examined the same, and find the following

persons to be the 'lowest and best bidders, and would recommend

that contracts be awarded as follows, to-wit:

FIRST.

To grade and bowlder Gibson alley, from Mississippi street to

Osage alley, to James Hudson, at 35 cents per lineal foot front on

each side of the line improved.

SECOND.

To grade and gravel Summit street and sidewalks, from Washing-

ton street to the Michigan road, to John Richardson, at 60 cents per

lineal foot front on each side of the line improved.

THIRD.

To grade and pave with brick the south sidewalk on New York

street, from Mississippi to Tennessee street, to John Schier, at 61 cts.

per lineal foot front on the line improved.
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FOURTH.

To grade and bowlder the gutter on the north Hide of Georgia

street, from Meridian to Pennsylvania street, at 50 cents per lineal

foot front on the line improved, to Sam. Lefevrc.

FIFTH.

To pave with briek and curb the outside edge with stone, the west

sidewalk on Pennsplvania street, from First to Second street, to R.

P. Dunning, at 47 cents per front foot for paving and 61 cents per

front foot for curbing.

SIXTH.

To grade and pave with brick the east sidewalk on Meridian street

from South street to Pogues Run, to O. II. P. Bly, at 93 cents per

lineal foot front on the line improved.

SEVENTH.

To grade and pave with brick, and curb the outside edges with

white oak curbing, the sidewalks on East street, from South to Mor-

ris street, to E. P. Dunning, at 66 cents per foot front on each side

of the line improved.

EIGHTH.

To grade, pave with brick, and curb the outside edge with stone,

the east sidewalk on Tennessee street, from Mobile alley to Louis-

iana street, and for bowldering the gutter between the same points,

to Samuel Lefevre, at 60 cents per front foot, curbing G3, bowldering

gutter 50 cents.

NINTH.

For grading and paving with brick, where not already paved, the

west sidewalk on Mississippi street, from Vermont to Michigan street,

to Samuel Hanway & Co., at 64 cents per lineal foot front on the line

improved.

TENTH.

To grade and gravel Merrill street and sidewalks, from Illinois to

Tennessee street, to Iliram Seibert, at 9-1 cents per lineal foot front

on oach side of the line improved.

ELEVENTH.

For grading and graveling the alley running north and south

through outlet 123, between Merrill street and the first alley south
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thereof, to Sam. Hanway & Co., at 24 cents per lineal foot front on

each side of the line improved.

TWELFTH.

For grading and graveling Smith street and sidewalks, from In-

diana avenue to the first alley south of Maria street, to S. W. & E.

H. Patterson, at 38 cents per lineal foot front on each side of the

line improved.

THIRTEENTH.

For grading and graveling the alley running north and south

through outlot 26, and on the west side of lots 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 of

said outlot, there were no proposals received. We would recom-

mend that the Clerk readvertise the same.

FOURTEENTH.

For grading and graveling Hosbrook street and sidewalks, from

Grove street to the corporation line east, to John Eichardson, at 50

cents per foot front on each side of the line improved.

FIFTEENTH.

For grading and paving with brick the south sidewalk on North

street, between Delaware and Alabama streets, to O. H. P. Bly, at

63 cents per lineal foot front on each side of the line improved.

SIXTEENTH.

For grading, paving with brick, and curbing the outside edge with

stone, the west sidewalk on Mississippi street, from Washington to

Maryland street, to E. P. Dunning, at 61 cents per front foot for

pavings and 59 cents per front foot for curbing.
