ARCHITECTURE 

Frank Gehry's Guggenhekn Museum at 
Bilbao has stains on its roof h excessive 
oxidation of the titanium and a build-up of 
silicates. After trying combinations of 
vinegar, steam, alkaline products and water 
under pressure, the scientists from Spain's 
Inasmet Foundation have chosen a newtype 
of foam containing an acid, as well as a 
polymer that dissolves in water as a 
thickener. The active agent cleans the stains 
while the stabilizer stops the reaction going 
too far. (The best way to clean the roof 
would have been electrolysis, butthatwould 
have taken much too long and been too 
expensive).
