I am 
sobered by the experience of following the work ethic, 
since I always thought for the past 16 years that I too 
was "working", but the avoidance of stress (read rush- 
hour traffic and a commute in Los Angeles) gave me an 
added burst of energy each day t o  d o  more creative things 
than just "make money." 

There has been much activity in the bookworld in the 
past six months, especially with regard to artists. Printed 
Matter in New York City is surpassing all of its previous 
sales, thanks to  the astute talents of its new director, john 
Goodwin. Exhibitions abound, and I too am curating an 
exhibition a t  the Arvada Center for the Arts in Colorado 
in September. as well as preparing t o  put the Pacific Rim 
exhibition and the Men's Visual Diaries Show on the road. 

Fluxus has been historified in the  past year t o  everyone's 
surprise, and those friends of mine are now well known in 
certain circles of the art world, where they remained 
known only t o  a small circle before the past 18 months. 

Even umbrellas are coming into their own. The Fabric 
Workshop in Philadelphia is presenting Rain of Talent: 
Umbretla Art, an exhibition of artist-designed umbrellas, 
guest curated by Patterson Sims, with umbrellas created 
by Houston Conwill, Viola Frey, Edward Henderson, 
Robert Kushner, Charmaine Lock, Phillip Maberry, Kim 
MacConnel, Miralda, Jeffrey Mitchell, Alan Shields, Will
