
EXHIBITION CATALOGS 
The exhibition catalog for the Soundings show at  the 
Neuberger Museum, SUNY at Purchase, surveys the use of 
sounds and music in art since 1900. Included in the exhibi- 
tion are works by Vito Acconci, Laurie Anderson, Bachet, 
Braque, Cage, Dove, Duchamp, Hollis, Kandinsky, Klee, 
Kupka, MacDonald-Wright, Neuhaus, Liz Phillips, Rauschen- 
berg, Man Ray, Russell, Gino Severini, Tinguely, among 
others. There is an introductory essay by Suzanne Delehanty 
with accompanying essays by Dore Ashton, Germano Celant, 
and Lucy Fischer. Bigoraphies of the artists and a bibliogra- 
phy complete this handsome volume. In the 96 pages, there 
are 136 illustrations. $15.00 from the Museum, SUNYat 
Purchase, Purchase, NY 10577. 

Collaborations/Artists and Writers was an exhibition spon- 
sored by the Concemporary Arts Center, 605 Kapiolani Blvd. 
Honolulu, Hawaii 96813. The show began as an experiment 
of putting artists and writers together. After previously ex- 
hibited artists and previously published writers had been 
selected, i t  was decided that all works would be made expres- 
sly for the exhibition. All participants had to be residents of 
Hawaii.. 

The catalog is tabloid size on book paper and each page is 
dedicated to a collaboration, where photos abound, either of 
the artists, or of the works. Readings, performances, video 
and film were part of the related events during the course of 
the exhibition, which was held in April 1981.

Julio Gonzalez: Sculpture & Drawings is an exhibition cata- 
log from Pace Gallery Publications, which documents a re- 
cent exhibition of Gonzales, friend of Picasso. In the essay 
entitled This New Art: To  Draw in Space , Rosalind Krauss 
writes an incisive and informative text which explores the 
uniqueness of the sculptor's vision. A beautifully printed 
catalog, available from Pace Gallery Publications, 32 E. 57th 
St., New York, NY 10022. 

The Tyler Offset Workshop, an exhibition of prints and pos- 
ters a t  the Tyler School of Art of Temple University, Phila- 
delphia, includes work by Chuck Close, John E. Dowell, 

Stephen Greene, James McGarrell, John Moore, Olga Moore, 
Italo Scanga, Salvatore Scarpitta, Miriam Schapiro, with pos- 
ters by several other artists. The exploration of the various 
techniques as well as the presses available a t  this a n  school 
exemplifies the highest quality. A portfolio of prints has 
been published as well, available for purchase from the Tyler 
School of Art. 

The World of a Market by Mark Tobey, first published in 
1964, is now reprinted in 1981 by the University of Washing- 
ton Press. There are 42 color plates, and 22 black and white 
illustrations in this 80-page book, giving Tobey's water-color 
impressions of the Seattle market. A very beautiful addition 
to  one's knowledge of Tobey before he turned to his struc- 
tured paintings. $9.95. 

Miriam Laufer: A Retrospective has been published by 
Asylum's Press. This is a memorial exhibition of work by the 
artist at the Phoenix Gallery in New York City from 1 - 19 
December. The book has 69 plates, 19 in full color with the 
most expressive, emotional paintings one can imagine. An 
ardent feminist as well as a dedicated artist, Laufer lived a 
life dedicated to  art, until her fatal stroke in October, 1980.

There are texts 
by contemporary Soviet art historians, archival materials for 
Rozanova, Rodchenko, Stepanova, Senkin and Laurentjev, as 
well as works of art from collage to photomontage, design 
and agitprop.

The Classical Moderns after 1939 is a bilingual catalog of 
272 pages of text and 285 illustrations, of which 75 are in 
color. Included are works by Arp, Bill, Delaunay, Doesburg, 
Ernst, Weiniger, Glarner, Hepworth, Kandinsky, Klee, Leger, 
.Moholy-Nagy, Mondrian, Picasso, Rothko, Schwitters, among 
others.
